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Installation
1. Loosen the screws connecting the lamp cover to the lamp base, then swivel the lamp cover to open. (Figs. 1 & 2)

2. Set luminaire to the desired wattage and color temperature. (Fig. 3)

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3. Drill holes through the lamp base for mounting at desired locations. (Fig. 4)

4. Attach the gasket pad to the lamp base, adhesive side towards the lamp base. (Fig. 5)

5. Drill holes in the wall using the lamp base as a template. (Fig. 6)

6. Mount the backplate to the wall with hardware provided by others. (Figs. 7 & 8)

7. Hook the lamp cover onto the lamp base. (Fig. 9)

8. Make electrical connections; see Electrical Connections section. (Fig. 10)

9. Rotate the lamp cover so that it is flush with the lamp base and tighten the screws. (Fig. 11)

All electrical connections should be made inside the J-box. Make electrical g-

connections as follows: Black 7\ Switch Line

120-277VAC White N\ Neutral

White - Common _/

Black - 120-277VAC Green/Yellow Green /™ \ Ground

Green - Ground

Note: Cap unused wires to prevent shorting.

Troubleshooting
If the fixture does not operate correctly:
1. Check the incoming voltage to the LED driver(s). The voltage must be 120-277VAC.

2. Are all the LEDs on the light engine “OFF”? If so, LED driver may be defective. Using a voltmeter, check to see if
voltage is present at the output of the power supply. If low or no voltage, then replace the power supply.

3. If any individual LEDs are “OFF” the LED light engine is defective. Please have the serial number off the light engine
available when you contact technical support.
